July – September 
· If you have any connections or know of anyone with connections to your local grocery store(s), check to see if they would be willing to partner with us during the Holiday Baskets Food, Toys, Teen Gifts drive.

· Be on the lookout for boxes.  We are in need of banker-size boxes.  It is so much easier and convenient if we have uniform-size boxes with handles.  They stack so much nicer and are easier to carry.
· Pay attention to activities in the community to see if  there are any good ideas that we could incorporate into our drive to make it success in this economy

October/November

· Submit article to your Newsletter editor in October/November for publication in your November newsletter.

November

· Prepare/print the flyers to go home by November 30. And a pre-Thanksgiving food drive flyer (grocery store sales!)
· Prepare food boxes for each classroom.  Consider asking for support from Student Council or Room Parents to make this a simple task.

· Assemble your committee of volunteers for December 16th and 17th. 
December

· Place food boxes in classrooms by December 5.

· Empty boxes and sort food daily/weekly.  Again, consider help from Student Council.  Many schools place sorted food in a visible place so students can watch their contributions grow.  
*Remember to keep your assigned school item separate from all other donations *

· Bring your PRE-SORTED FOOD and teen gifts to Kellogg Middle School on Friday,

      December 16.

· It is imperative that you do not arrive at Kellogg before 3:30 p.m.  
The campus must be clear before beginning the food sorting 
(including the buses).

· Prepare your crew of volunteers to sort food for one or two hours at your own school prior to delivering your pre-sorted donations to Kellogg at 3:30 p.m.  Once the food has been delivered to Kellogg, volunteers are welcome to help deliver the food to the appropriate stations in the cafeteria (usually takes about two hours).

       (     Meet your crew of volunteers to box food for individual families Saturday morning, 


  December 17 at 9:00 a.m. in the Kellogg cafeteria.

· We would appreciate each school providing us with a minimum of four (4) volunteers for boxing on Sat, Dec 17.

· The boxing process takes about 2 hours: 9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
· You do NOT need to recruit volunteers to distribute boxes to families. This is a confidential process.
